Description of Requirement:

It is anticipated that the Procurement Service of the United Nations Office at Nairobi (UNON) will be issuing a solicitation on the above subject requirement. UNON hereby seeks to pre-qualify suitably experienced construction firms (General Contractors) with capacity to provide and carry out the required construction work to a Short List of companies. Eligible General Contractors, who meet all of the pre-qualification criteria in the EOI Response Form, may be invited to the ITB tender. The requirement envisages selection of a General Contractor to undertake construction work of new Commissary and Central Materials Management Facility (CMMF) at the UNON compound in Gigiri, Nairobi, Kenya
The invitation will be open to local and international companies and joint ventures. It should be noted however that the successful contractor will be required to hold/obtain a license for such work in Nairobi, Kenya. The successful contractor will be required to have an office established in Nairobi within 30 business days of contract signing.

UNON seeks to build a “cold shell” commissary/retail facility comprising a high volume single storey of 1400 square meters, a finished CMMF or loading dock/warehouse comprising of a high volume single storey and mezzanine of 1100 square meters total, and a single storey mail handling facility of 285 square meters.  The three buildings will comprise one contiguous development, but each building will be distinct.  In addition, the development will include associated forecourt, parking lot, security checkpoints and road works.  The selected General Contractor must prove capable of providing enough manpower, financial resources and equipment to perform the entire scope of work in the mentioned schedule.

Who should respond to this EOI?

1. Due to the nature of these services, only those firms possessing substantial and proven record of performance and resources in this same field of activities are encouraged to participate. Those potential offerors that do not possess the minimum qualifications, financial and technical resources necessary to perform the proposed work should not respond to this EOI. 

2. Those firms wishing to participate in the tender must complete the EOI Response Form below.  Only those firms deemed to have adequate expertise, acceptable experience and sufficient size would be invited to participate in the subject tender.
