Activity data

· An average of 5 agencies only are reporting daily though it is an improvement.

· 455 staffs/dependents reported ill during the period (through absentee focal point or at the JMS clinic)

· 307 staff/dependents were screened for flu symptoms (either by phone or at the JMS clinic

· 86 patients had a swab taken for laboratory confirmation

· 20 patients were diagnosed with influenza (seasonal, influenza B or H1N1)

· 12 patients were diagnosed with H1N1

· 6 in staff

· 6 in staff dependents

· 7 not linked with traveling abroad or being in contact with a traveler
